Days 1, 2 & 3: LITTLE KWARA CAMP, Kwara Travel time: Maun Airport — Kwara airstrip

Concession, Okavango Delta — (Fully i i Approximately 30 minute flight

On arrival in Maun you are met by a representative from Safari Specialists and escorted to the light aircraft
flight out to Kwara Airstrip, road transfer to Little Kwara by safari vehicle. Here you spend 3 nights on a fully
inclusive basis.

Please note that the flight is booked on a ‘seat rate’ basis and therefore flight times are not scheduled until
the day prior to flying, the lodge management will arrange your activities and transfers accordingly. Please
note that there is a strict luggage restriction on all light aircraft flights of 15kg per person in soft bags, plus
hand luggage.

Little Kwara Camp is situated within the Kwara private reserve which shares a common boundary with
Moremi Game Reserve. The camp has a picturesque setting overlooking the permanent waters of the
Okavango Delta.

Little Kwara Camp is completely separate from Kwara Camp, although it is only a five minute drive away. It
has only four tents and therefore offers an intimate wilderness experience. The large and stylishly furnished
tented rooms with big shaded verandas are raised onto individual wooden platforms and each room has
an en-suite bathroom, with a Victorian style bathtub and partly-covered outside shower and separate toilet.
Kwara is renowned for being a camp that offers a year round delta experience on a diverse range of
activities including mokoro trips, guided walks with armed guides and motor boating frips through the
waterways. In addition day and night game drives are taken to explore the area which offers spectacular
scenery with scattered herds of plains game and ever-attendant predators.

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AREA DESCRIPTION — OKAVANGO DELTA

The Okavango Delta is one of the world's largest inland deltas situated in the middle of the largest stretch of
continuous sand in the world - the Kalahari basin. This oasis in the middle of the desert is a rich yet fragile
ecosystem, providing a life source for an incredible variety of wildlife. A wealth of species have adapted to
the contrasting conditions created by living in the harsh Kalahari desert which is transformed annually with
the arrival of the delta flood waters originating in Angola.

The Okavango wetland encompasses Moremi Game Reserve and surrounding regions divided into areas
known as Private Concessions. These concessions are wildlife management areas, carefully administrated to
balance the growing community’'s development and conservation, whilst empowering citizens through
sustainable tourism. Many of the exclusive lodges in Botswana are situated within these concessions in the
delta, providing an unparalleled wildlife experience - exclusive and remote, avoiding mass tourism and
exploitation.

Flood levels fluctuate dramatically throughout the year, with high water levels peaking in the central
Okavango during the dry winter months and water levels at their lowest during the later summer months,
contrary to the seasonal rainfall. The landscape, activities and game viewing vary considerably throughout
the delta depending on your location, the season and flood levels. Some areas have larger tracts of
permanent dry land which generally means there is more focus on land based activities (game drives) and
big game viewing. Lodges situated on islands deep in the delta concentrate more on water activities such
as mokoro excursions, walking, boating, fishing and bird watching. Those lodges situated on the outer
fringes of the delta, referred to as the 'seasonal’ delta, offer varied experiences at different times of the year
- more water based during high flood levels and more land based as the flood recedes.

Game is more concentrated around the permanent water during the dry season (Apr - Oct) with it
becoming very hot in the later months. The heronries become active as the migrant birds return to
Botswana from September through November, and general bird watching is excellent throughout the
summer months. The rainy season (Nov - Apr) invigorates the lush scenery with wild flowers, dramatic
thundershowers, spectacular sunsets and the birthing season brings great predator and prey interaction.

Linyanti Concession (fully inclusive) approx 3 hour game drive

Following breakfast and a morning activity (flight fime permitting), you are transferred back to the Kwara
airstrip for your onward light aircraft transfer to Lagoon airstrip (possible stops en-route) in the private
Kwando Concession. You are met by a camp representative and it is a short fransfer fo camp where you
will spend the following 3 nights on a fully inclusive basis.

Lagoon Camp is situated in the Kwando Reserve, a huge private reserve covering 2,300km2. Most of ifs
western side is dense mopane forest, but along the Kwando River is a band of lush riverine forest,
interspersed with open plains. The area attracts superb big game, especially during Botswana's dry season
when elephants may seem to be everywhere.

Lagoon Camp was rebuilt early 2011 with the fraditional safari tents being replaced by more spacious Safari
Coftages, including a family room. The thatched cottages have canvas walls and large shade net windows
allowing maximum natural light and open views across the lagoon. Each room has a sun deck, lounge area
and changing area that leads through to the bathroom. The bathrooms have an indoor and outdoor
shower, as well as a claw foot bath and his and her basins. The camp uses solar heating.

The two level bar and lounge area is open fronted and leads out to the pool are on one side and connects
through to the dining area and out to the campfire and main viewing deck on the other. The décor is a
blend of old and new — antique style vases and morris chairs, modern loungers, cabinets made from
recycled teak and a stunning hand crafted bar top made of locally found wood.
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At Lagoon Camp, the activities concentrate on open vehicle game drives and boat cruises. A special
feature of Lagoon Camp is the river boat experience. The flow of the river enables the boat to drift with the
flow in silence - perfect for bird watching and game viewing. Game walks are on offer but are at the
guides' discretion due to the concentrations of elephant. Lagoon Camp offers off road and night game
drives,  offering guests to see the fascinating nocturnal  wildlife in  the  area.
Fishing is also a specialty here and those who are keen will have an opportunity to catch the fighting tiger
fish, bream, caftfish and pike. Fishing can be done from the front of your tent at Lagoon due to its situation,
but please note that fishing opportunities vary throughout the year. Kwando Safaris subscribes to the catch
and release policy, but exceptions can be made if you wish to eat your fish.

AREA DESCRIPTION LINYANTI & SELINDA

The Linyanti area lies to the north-east of the Okavango Delta were the Kwando and Linyanti rivers meet at
right angles, forming a swamp area within this friangle. From here the Selinda Spillway seasonally makes its
way down to the Zibadianja Lagoon and ultimately links the Linyanti River system with the far northern
reaches of the Okavango Delta. The recent high water levels in Botswana have revived the old waterways,
however in the not too distant past, it was nearly unheard of for the waters to connect and it is
unpredictable what the future holds.

The area's relative remoteness makes it a favoured safari destination. The wildlife in the Linyanti area is
spectacular and the region is famous for its enormous herds of elephant and buffalo which move o the
Linyanti area at the start of the winter months and only move back inland once the summer rains arrive in
November. The Linyanti is also known as one of the best wild dog areas in Africa. The dogs start denning
anytime from June onwards after which they can usually be found with relative ease for 3-4 months
afterwards as they hunt from their den. An abundance of cat species also frequent this area and the birdlife
is rich with the best birding months being between October and January.

The camp managers and your guide will discuss your movement plans and you may fransfer to Lebala
Camp as part of the morning activity or in between the morning and afternoon activities depending on
other guest movements (and wildlife movements!). The fransfer takes approximately 3 hours at a leisurely
pace and your meals/refreshments are arranged accordingly. Your safari ends in style with 2 nights at
Lebala Camp on a fully inclusive basis.

Lebala Camp fronts onto the Linyanti Wetlands where the perennial and southerly flowing Kwando River
disappears into the vast marshes before emerging as the Linyanti River, flowing in a north easterly direction.
Lebala means wide open spaces in the local Setswana dialect which aptly describes this incredible area.

The camp has modern influences whilst retaining the classic wood and canvas ‘vintage’ bush feel. The
eight spacious tents are unique with open mesh sides on 3 of the 4 surrounding walls creating a sense of
space and immersion with nature opening out to expansive views. The mesh walls are lined with lightweight
curtains that can be closed for privacy or for protection against the elements — as each guest prefers. The
tents have a reading and writing areaq, en-suite bathrooms with Victorian clawfoot bathtubs, "his and hers"
washbasins and flush toilets. The bathrooms lead out to a reed enclosed open-air shower with hot and cold
running water on demand. The main lodge is under thatch featuring a bar, dining area and open lounge
connected on wooden walkways to a plunge pool on raised decking and the boma area.
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At Lebala Camp, the activities concentrate on open vehicle game drives and walking safaris. However,
game walks are at the guides' discretion due to the concentrations of elephant. Lebala Camp offers off
road and night game drives - night drives being a specialty at Lebala with its high-visibility plains.

The wetlands and flood plains around Lebala offer a wonderful variety of wildlife with excellent sightings of
elephant, hippo, lechwe, zebra, giraffe, impala, wildebeest, kudu, tsessebe, roan, sable, buffalo and the
ever present predators; wild dog, lion, cheetah and hyena.
